FINAL STANDINGS – 2019 

 

     The 2019 HYC Big Boat racing season is in the books…and the name of that book is Danger Paws. 

Competing in all eight HYC CUP events, the Melges 24 blew away all comers to finish first by an 

overwhelming 13 points while obliterating the previous highest point total…set by them in 2017. In so 

doing, Neil and Lis won their fleet in Down the Bay, Southern Bay Race Week, Doublehand, Hampton 

Sprints, Masters Race, Plantation Light, and Gaboon. This dominant performance wins them the CUP for 

the 2nd time in its four year history. 

 

    While Neil and Lis’ dominance removed much of the suspense regarding the top spot, the battle for 

second lasted right up to the final leg of the Gaboon Race where, by winning C Fleet, 2016 champion, 

Callinectes (Ben Cuker), pulled into a tie for second place for the year with newcomer to the HYC CUP 

podium, Seeker (Alan Johnson). Seeker had a great year, winning their fleet in Down the Bay, Hampton 

Sprints, and Plantation Light, while Callinectes continued as a model of consistency, winning their fleet in 

Masters and Gaboon and finishing very strong in several other events. In addition, Callinectes continued 

their run of being the only HYC boat to compete in every HYC sponsored big boat event since the 

inception of the HYC CUP four years ago! Congratulations to Ben and his crew for this record of 

consistently high performance and strong support of our HYC program.
